	- Teacher will pull out select vocabulary words from the passage (2-5 depending on passage difficulty) and write them on flash cards to introduce to class. 

- Pass out a copy of the passage for the week to the students and have them listen and follow along while it is read. 

- Read through the passage a second time, but this time stop at random places while reading through and whatever word you stop on the students will read aloud as a whole group. (Be sure to have that “pause” whenever a vocabulary word that was introduced occurs in the story.)


	- Use the flash cards before the fluency reading begins to remind them of how to pronounce the challenging words as well as their meanings within the context of the passage. 

- Students will be doing an echo reading of the passage. The teacher will read a sentence and then the class will chorally repeat the sentence back to the teacher using correct tone and inflection. 

- Repeat this echo reading a second time through with the choral response. 
	- Use the flash cards before the fluency reading begins to remind them of how to pronounce the challenging words as well as their meanings within the context of the passage. 

- Students will be paired up with a fluency partner and they will trade off reading the passage to each other. One student will read the passage through entirely, then the second student will read the passage. This will continue until both of the students have read through the passage twice. 

** While students are reading with their partner, teacher will be floating around the room with a checklist and listening for fluency and taking down notes on observations. **
	- Use the flash cards before the fluency reading begins to remind them of how to pronounce the challenging words as well as their meanings within the context of the passage. 

- Students will get together with the same fluency partner from Wednesday and trade off reading again, but rather than reading through the entire passage and then trading off they will be trading off each sentence. 

** While students are reading with their partner, teacher will be floating around the room with a checklist and listening for fluency and taking down notes on observations. **
	- Use the flash cards before the fluency reading begins to remind them of how to pronounce the challenging words as well as their meanings within the context of the passage. 

- Read through the passage two times as a whole group chorally. 

** During the daily intervention time, the “fantastic 4” students will be pulled one on one by the teacher or a volunteer to have them read through the passage one on one and will be timed and scored for accuracy as a progress monitoring tool. ** 


Implementation should take about 10 minutes a day and can be done at any point in the day at the teacher’s discretion. Each night, students will be taking the passage home with them to read twice to an adult and return with a signature on their log sheet verifying they read.

	- Select scripts that are in the same level as the reading passages you have covered in the previous 2 weeks of fluency practice. 

- Separate students into multi-leveled ability groups based upon reading level and pass out Reader’s Theater scripts. 

- Have specific sections of the scripts highlighted that designate the various parts. Assign parts based upon reading level as well to give students a level of reading that is equal to their current reading capabilities. Have them read through with their whole group (at least 1 time).
** Monday on the RT weeks may require 15 minutes instead of the usual 10 due to them seeing their scripts for the first time.**
	- Have students get with their groups and give them the full 10 minutes to practice reading through their scripts and having each person read their lines.

	- Students will be given about 5 minutes to get with their group to prepare for their presentations, and will then take turns presenting their scripts to the rest of the class. 

**Teacher will be taking down anecdotal records while groups are presenting regarding fluency and presentation elements.**

** The approximate presentation time for each script is listed on the cover page or in the lesson plan of that script.**

**Although this may take a much longer time during the first couple weeks of doing a RT, they will move along much faster once students are familiar with the process and feeling confident with presenting in front of their peers.**

** Students will be taking their script home each night to rehearse their parts, and a parent or other adult will have to sign their log sheet verifying they have practiced their part with them.
