Marlington High School is a public high school located in Lexington Township, near the city of Alliance, in Stark County, Ohio.
The school district is comprised of three elementary schools, one middle school, and one high school. Marlington High School
is a four-year public high school with an enroliment of 629 students.

CURRICULUM

The academic program is organized by a 10 period daily schedule with academic assist periods consisting of 43 minutes. The
school year is divided quarterly with credits awarded per semester. Marlington High School’s academic offerings include a
traditional curriculum, Honors level courses, College Credit Plus, and Career and Technical Education programs.
